Captain Hoyt took the leeward side
of the line just under the bow of the
committee hoat and was 12 seconds
late in getting away. A slight shift
in the breeze favored the invading
craft and she soon established a lead-
ing position.

As they reached the first weather
position Noreg rounded at 2:40:55
and Clytie at 2:42:29. At the end of
the first round Clytie picked up 34
seconds and the hopes of the Amer-~
ican enthusinst was momentarily
raised. ©On the second windward leg
the breeze increased but Noreg con-
tinued to strengthen her lead and
galned 38 seconds more. On the
final run Clytie failed fo foot and
Noreg increased her time 13 seconds.

As the two boats came down the
last ‘half mile of theé course they were
flanked by a great fleet of pleasure
craft. More than 300 boats, including
two United States destrovers and six
Coast Guard cutters, which were
used to patrol the course, witnessed
the great feat. !
