REPGRT OF CLAN GATHERINGS AND GAMES

25th Annual Dunedin Highland Games
Dunedin, FL
April 20, 1991

The aorning of the 25th annual Dunedin Highland Games dawned
grey and cloudy, As alvays, tents were set up and tables,
etc, vere in place before we got there. We wnloaded our gear
in a drizzling rain, but as scon as everything vas in the tent
the rain got heavier and heavier, The vind whipped up and for
@ vhile ve had quite a stors and it was very cold. Everyone
sat in their tents with everything still packed up as cold
rain poured and strong winds blew it in on us. [ did not hear
any complaining. People laughed and passed hot drinks (and
stronger) back and forth between the tents and there was such
joking about "any Highlander would fee! at home in this" and
that "since we are all rugged, sturdy Scots, this is nothing;
it is a balmy day for us®., Spirits were high as we sat out
the delay, Aboet 10530 it blew over, We all case out froa
under protective wraps, dried off the tables and uncovered and
set up out displays. We displayed amy brother Roger's
coliection of old Scottish weapons, authentic reproductions
and one antique basket hilt broadsvord recovered fros a
battlefield in Scotland, MWe set up iteas of Highland dress
that had belonged to Roger, maps and clan information, We
have a special table with all Clan Chisholm Society literature
and a largs sign that saye "Clam Chishile Soziety of Aaerica”
and bears a reproduction of the coat of arms. This is placed
next to the table,

Finally, the sanocuncesent to "let the Games begin" and as
coppetition and fun swung into actien the clouds blew avay,
the sun came out and the crowd picked up fast. The susic and
dance competitions are held inside the recreation center
building to one side of the building, [t is quite a thriil to
listen to the youths practicing pipes & drumss behind the tents
as they prepare for their turns to perfors in full Highland
dress and to watch as they sarch proudly toward the building
at their sssigned time. It 15 a pleasure to the eye and heart
to watch young girls, 1n full dress also, running happily and
expectantly to cospete in the fling, sword dance, etc,  While
on the field the athletes perfora feats that Scots have held
dear for ages and all in the best Scottish tradition.

In betveen atkletic competitions there were parades -- a
parade of bands and the parade of tartans -- circling the
field, plus the always popular exhibition of the trained dogs
herding the sheep and a new twist -- ducks' They were herded
into line by the dogs and marched behind their owner in fallov
the leader fashion no matter how many twists and turns he put
thee through, all the tiae being closely supervised by the
dogs vho were always on the zleri for an errant duckling,

The day vas just besutiful fros the time the rain had stopped.
There was constant activity --  colorful, exciting,
interesting, One pastiae dear to the heart is visiting each
others tents, meeting Scots who are new to the games and
reneving old acquaintances. [ was confined te our tent this
year due to a tesporary handicap. There were Chisholss froa
as far away as Canada. Most, hovever, have moved permanently
to Florida or have vinter homes here. All gave Dunedin'’s
games high marks. Finally, the thrilling and stirring Massed
Bands, the sight and sound of which brings pride to all
Scottish hearts even though it regretfully signaled thz end of
our Silver Anniversary bames. So, tired and happy wve packed
up and vent home, looking forvard to the next 23 years!

His
children vere born in Tenn., Miss., and Texas, He had i
cthildren; John, Mary, Willias P,, Ishar PRussell, Gillington,
Elijah Jr., James Madison, Claiborne, Thomas J., Rebecca Jane
and Andrev J,

Colonel Isham sarried Charlotte Martin in 1841 in Nacogdoches,
TY. Their children: Felix R.,, John T., Ishas (Leora's
grandfather), Sameal M. (Mark's grandiather), Rebecca Ang,
Williae E., Susan lona, Jeff Davis and Mary Aselia.

We had a most fantastic visit with Duncan
and Hary Chishola, Buncan vas at a Council seeting and joined
us in the Shop about 11:30 -- he then took us under his wing
s6 to speak and toured Inveraess with us. He took us over to
the Town Hall where he showed us the crests of the Chisholas,
Forbes and Frazers in the big stained glass windov. He then
shoved us the Council Chasber (where Princess Di  joined them
in August for a meeting). Duncin also informed us that the
Bueen had requested he and Mary's presence at her Edinburgh
aeeting on July {2th. He believed this vas due to his new
position on the Council.

Next, Duncan took us on a3 four hour tour of ‘“Chishela
Country*, He makes an excellent tour guide and we suggested
that he make a video of our tour with his comsentaries -- said
ve felt sure it would sell well at the Clan gatherings. The
biggest thrill vas visiting the nevly cleaned up burial ground
of the Clan Chieftans., Duncan explained that it was believed
that this vas an old Druid mound -- it is high on a hill
vith a very distinctive ®moat® shape around it. Twas quite a
thrill to visit here. The last two Chishols sisters are
buried here. Erchless Castle went out of Chisholm hands at
their death. Hovever, ve learned on visiting Erchless Castle,
which is being extensively renovated, that the present ouner
is hoping to modernize it to live in but is planning on
restoring the oldest part to its former elegance and perhaps
open it to the public. We also had a short visit with Rita
Gibsorn. She and her husband vere "keepers" at Erchless Castle
for years, Rita's husband has since died but she is still
very active in the Clan activities.
