ing the headstones and private monu-
ments from the abandoned cemetery on
the site of old Fort Johnson, on James
Island, to the National Cemetery, at
Beaufort, S. C.

The old cemetery at Fort Johnson has
been almost for; Fotten. It was aban-
doned long ago and it is difficult to keep
the graves in a state of proper 10pai|
The insgcriptions on the stones sliow that
some of the persons buried in the old
graveyard died not much less than a
hundred years ago. The Government has
determined that the National Cemetery,
at Beaufort, is the proper place for these
remains, and consequently sealed pro-
posals are asked for the work, Specifica-
tions may be obtained at the Postoffice.

The following are the inscription on the
stones in the old cemetery.
