Michael Bassett served as a private in Co. F, 3™ Cavalry, CSA. He enlisted in April 1862
for the duration of the war and served until he surrendered and was paroled at Augusta,
Georgia on 14 May 1865

The 1850 census lists Laura Googe in the household of her mother and father. The
family could not be located in the 1860 census.

The 1870 U. S. Federal Census has Michael, age 30, and Laura , age 25, with one child.
They were probably married around 1868. Michael was really 34, but it is not unusual
for census ages to be off by a few years. His personal property was valued at $2,000.

The 1880 US Federal Census shows Mike P. Bassett, age 44, with his wife Laura A., age
33, and six children. Also living with them is Mahala Bassett, his 84 year old mother,
and Anna A. and Rebecca Gooch, Laura’s younger sisters.

The 1900 Census shows “Mike” Bassett at the age of 64, with his second wife Ana and
eight children. His second wife was Anna Azilee Googe. Anna was Laura’s younger
sister who was living with the family in 1880. The 1900 census states that Mike and
Anna had been married 20 years. If accurate, Laura must have died not long after the
1880 census was taken.

No death certificate was filed for Michael Bassett. Laura died before death certificates
were kept. Both were buried in the Googe Family Cemetery in Fairfax, SC, as is
Michael’s second wife and Laura’s sister, Anna A. Googe

William Henry Googe enlisted as a private in the Confederate Army on July 21, 1862 in
McPhersonville. He initially served in Captain Kirk’s Company of Partisan Rangers.
The Company was organized 11 July 1862. Kirk’s Company later became Company A
of the 19" Battalion, SC Cavalry. According to his service records, he served as
Company Teamster. He enlisted for the duration of the war and served until he
surrendered and was paroled at Augusta, Georgia on 20 May 1865

The 1870 census lists William with real estate valued at $6,000 and personal property
valued at $900.

He purportedly married second Annie Elizabeth Owens.
