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FREFACE

The spelling of the GUSEMAN nesme is
quite varied. The name was gpelled in Germany
a8 GUSSEMAN (Geeseman)., When Abraham Guseman
came to Amerioa he signed his name as Guseman.
While in the old Germsn bible a trenslated ocopy
of the family record gives the name GUSSMAN.
The descendants of John Guseman, the immigrant,
spell it GUSMAN. The Isasc Cuseman family, who
migrated 4o Illineis, changed the spelling to
GUZEMAN.

A more hospiteble people are not to be
found. They seem to have an uncanny sense of
gkil]l for designing the most intricate pieces of
woodworking end silversmithing. They have &

Don Juan Gussman in his narrative

Nevertheless, there are good grounds for
the belief that the GUSEMANS of today originally
sprang from the GUSMAN, or GUSSMANS of old Spain.

Abreham Guseman (1753-1821) enlisted as a
privete from Berkeley County, Virginie. He
served seven years, and wes wounded but did not

leave the service, remeining to act as gunsmith.
He was born in Berkeley County, 7. Virginia,”®

After the olose of the Revolutionary War
Abrahem Guseman lived in Martinsburg, Berkeley
County, Virginia, now W. Virginia,s where he
engaged in silversmithing and cloclmeking. These
clocks wers made by hand, of brass and they de-
noted the second, minute, hour, day of the month
and the chenges of the moon. Esch was hung in
an elsborately finished black walnut cabinet, the
style similer to thet of today's "grandfather's
clock." Harry Guzeman of Aurora, Illinois has
one of these originals in his home, whioh still
keaps more accurate time than his own watch. It
is said that Abrahem Guseman mede the first piano
Ein Virginia. He also built a large flour mill,
Gusemsn Mills, nesr the village of Dellslow,
which was still standing in 1910. This mill was
a noted land mark, lmown then as the Hugedon
M31l. The first oarding mechine in that part of
the state was made, set up and operated there by
him,
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In 1798 Abreham Guseman left Martinaburg,
Virginia with his family for the frontier set-
tlements west of the Alleghany mounteins. He
traveled up the Potomeo to Ft. Cumberland in thd’
direction of Ft. Morgan on the Monongahela River,
eoroas the Alleghany mountains and located et “
Decker's (reek in Monongalia Counbty, Virginia,
where Morgantown is now located,

They were members of the German Evangel-
ical Lutheran church.

At the age of sixty-eight while doing
some repair work in -his mill Abrahem Guseman was
crushed to death by a heavy beam of wood, which
threw him to the floor.

W. Virginia neighbors, who had settled in the
vicinity of Stillwell and Breckenridge, Illinois.
Williem and Isaac Guseman returned to W. Virginia
and took the femily with the exception of Mary
and Nancy, who were married, to Illinois. This
p time, however, they traveled on a paddle wheel

steam boat down the Monongehela and Ohio Rivers,
then up the Misaissippi River to Quincy, Illinois.
En route to Illinois, Cyrena, the youngest girl,
cerried the family money in a pocket sewed on
the inside of her sidrt. The family rented for a
year neer Breckenridge, Illinois, then bought e
ferm one mile north of Loraine, Illinois ,9 where
Harry Guzemen now lives. Since Catharine hed
left & sweetheart in W, Virginie, she later
returned, married and lived there. Harry also
wont beck.

The old Guseman home site is situated on
the east bank of the Monongshela River about
twenty miles up the river from Morgsntown, W.
Virginia and about a mile below Fairmont, W.
Virginia, where Isaac CQusemen and family lived
until they moved to Illinois., The old home iB
gone now, but the well still remains; and a
number of houses and cottages have been built on
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the place. During the time the homestead was in

the Gusemsn name there Were ebout one hundred t
fifty acres of land. The house stood on an eleve- -
tion about thirty or forty feet above the river
end fifty yerds back fram it. The river is about
fifty yards wide there, a pretty streem, and
there is a govermment lock just below where the
house stood. The ground is very rough and hilly,
or mountainous, lying up and back from the Tiver.
There are valuable coal veins below, which are
now ovned and mined by one of the larger coal
companies in that locelity.

Diego, a cruiser which did escort work. We made
four trips across bubt never lended. The last

pert of June, 1918 we went into dry dock in
Portsmouth, N. H. for a repaint and overhaul job.
Oon our jowrney from Portsmouth to N. Y., our home
port, to get another convey an explosion of some
kind, no one knew exnctly what, ocourred end the
ship disappeared in 26 minutes leaving 1260 men in
the weter with life preservers, rafts end two row
boats. This happened July 19, 1918, about 11:26
A. ¥. ¥No 5.0.S. messages went out as the explosi-
on and water coming in destroyed all electrio
power. About 4:30 in the after noon three coeal
colliers happened along esnd rescued us. We lost
only six men so we had plenty of compeny. After
this we Were stationed et Pelhorn Bey for an in-
vestigetion, then I went on the Robert M. Thomp-
son, 8 Great lLekes transport losded with ammuni-
tion."
