Paul Lawton, of Myrtle Beach, told me that you are a Maner
descendant and an encyclopedia of family lore, Do you have any
pictures, anecdotes, family traditions, or other information of Sam
Perry, John Seth; Cap’t. William, or any of their wives or children? If
not, do you know anyone who has? King Maner of Garnett said that he
thought that Laura Sanders, a grandaughter of Samuel Perry Maner, left
her genealogical collection to the Historical Society in Beaufort,
