Tn the Sunday School Hall of the First(Scots) Presbyterian Church, leeting and
Tradd Streets, Charleston, there is a Tablet erscted in honor of Adam Tunno, the
inscription in part reading, "Born near Kelso, Scotland, September 1754. Ianded
at Charleston January 17, 1771l. Joined St. Andrews Society in 1780. President
from 1819 to the day of his death, December 27, 1832." There is much more vwritten

on this stons.
