2. Mrs. Elizabeth Robert Jaudon,
the wife of Capt. Elias Jaudon, with
her children and husband.

These two sisters, intellizent and
godly women, lived to honor the
chureh, “fear the Lord, and hence
were praised by all,” and their works
do follow them.

Rev. Alexauder Scott from Georgia
visited the community in 1781, and
sncceeded in organizing a church at
Black Swamp. Marryving the widow
Grimball, he became pastor of the
church and served it from 1785 until
180G or 1807, when he emigrated to
Mississippi and soon afterwards died.

I Mareh, 1785, the two other chil-
