of Arms design can be found in Burke's General Armory. Heraldic artists of old developed
their own unique language to describe an individual Coat of Arms. In their language,
the Arms (shield) is as follows:
o "Az. on a chev. or, three mullets sa."
Above the shield and helmet is the Crest which is described as: o
"An eagle displ."

When translated the blazon also describes the original colors of the Robert Arms and o
Crest as it appeared centuries ago.
Family mottos are believed to have originated as battle cries in medieval times. A \
Motto was recorded with this Robert Coat of Arms:

"DUM SPIRO SPERD" ! \X“

Individual surnames originated for the purpose of more specific identification. The 1
four primary sources for second names were: occupation, location, father's name, or ‘
personal characteristics. The surname Robert appears to be both patronymical and
characteristic in origin, and 1s believed to be associated with the Welsh, Scot's and
